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(A)  The Trustee Emeritus title is an honorary title granted in recognition for outstanding
service on the Columbus State Community College Board of Trustees and is reserved for
those who are departing from that service.

(B) A departing Board member who has served as a Trustee of Columbus State Community
College for at least six (6) years may be granted Trustee Emeritus status.

(C)  The recommendation for Trustee Emeritus status may be submitted by a member of the
Board of Trustees or by the President of the college. Final approval of Trustee Emeritus
status is granted by action of the current Board of Trustees.

(D)  Trustee Emeritus status is without financial compensation but may include privileges
normally offered Trustees within the resources of the college.
