Community College is responsible for providing a safe environment for students and
employees that conduct human subject research and for the individuals that are part of a
Columbus State Community College IRB approved research project. The college shall
allocate the resources necessary to establish the policy and procedure to ensure the
safety of its students and employees.

Columbus State Community College will utilize an Institutional Review Board (IRB) to
protect the welfare of human subjects used in research.

The President shall establish Procedures to administer this policy to ensure compliance
with the federal regulations that govern an IRB as codified in the Code of Federal
Regulations, Title 45, Public Welfare, Department of Health and Human Services, Part
46, Protection of Human Subjects and any additional federal, state, local laws or
professional guidelines.
