college programs for the students it serves including but not limited to course-
related travel, education abroad, and student athletic travel. The student travel
policy applies to all students and/or student groups who travel with college
approval in support of the college mission and student learning. Clinical
placements, internships, field experiences and field trips are not considered
student travel. For field trips, see Field Trips Policy and Procedure 5-17 and
5-17 (B).

The college supports domestic and international student travel for the
following reasons:

(1) Travel to enhance educational and college experiences;

(2) Travel to accomplish college business such as approved representation at
community, governmental, or other external events or activities.

The college will financially support student travel pursuant to college policies
and procedures.

Student athletic travel must also be in compliance with appropriate inter-
collegiate athletic governing bodies.

The President shall establish procedures to administer this policy.
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
