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(A) Columbus State Community College (CSCC) is proud of its commitment to 
open-access admissions. At CSCC, teaching and learning are our most 
important assets; thus, student academic success is encouraged, nurtured, and 
valued.  

 The college will establish the criteria for satisfactory Academic progress and `
 achievement.  
  
(B) For academic credit courses, the instructor’s assessment of each student’s 

achievement will be in accordance with the grading system defined by the 
college.the student will be informed of the criteria via the course syllabus for each 
course.  
 

(C)  The student must take full responsibility to be cognizant of the college policy and  
 procedures on grading requirements in the various instructional programs.  
  
(D)  The President shall establish procedures to administer this policy.    
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
